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Excitement was running high for over 120 high school anglers from
across northen lllinois who assembled at the Des Plaines Conservation Area.

Boat
driver Al Brenicky of Unique Bassmasters put the kids on some fish right from
the start. On Neubauer’s second cast of the morning, he landed a 14inch bass.
“Mr. Brenicky taught us a technique called a wacky rig that Andy and | have
never used before. We made some long casts and worked our

baits over a weed edge to catch our limit. We were
determined to catch fish,” said Neubauer.

Rounding out the top three places was Lemont High
School’s team of Chris Walter, Luke Jasper, and Paige
Matijevich with a weight of 5.38 pounds. For a second year
